OCTOBER 1, 2009 If you traveled in the greater 

Springfield community on 

Thursday, October 1, 2009, 

you would have seen more 

than 1,600 volunteers from 

Springfield College.  The College 

suspended its usual activities 

for the 12th annual Humanics in 

Action Day, a time of concen-

trated community service.  

Springfield College initiated 

Humanics in Action Day in 

September 1998.  It was the 

idea of Distinguished Spring-

field Professor of Humanics 

Peter Polito and leaders of the 

New Student Orientation pro-

gram to revive and expand an 

event described in the 1918 

Springfield College yearbook 

by which students worked to 

improve the developing cam-

pus. 

In subsequent years, Spring-

field College regional cam-

puses and alumni groups in 

other parts of the country also 

have organized local Human-

ics in Action Day projects.  In 

Springfield, Humanics in Ac-

tion Day augments the Col-

lege‟s year-round service pro-

grams in which students per-

form projects related to their 

studies in schools, neighbor-

hood organizations, and city 

programs. 

This event culminated in a 

cookout for participating 

neighborhood residents, and 

members of cooperating com-

munity organizations and city 

departments.

President Barack Obama was a 

member of a pool of 172 nomi-

nees this year, which was the 

highest number of nominations 

ever.   

On Friday, October 9, 2009, it 

was announced that President 

Barack Obama had become the 

2009 recipient of the Nobel 

Peace Prize.  This came as a 

result of his actions to 

strengthen the cooperation be-

tween the many peoples and 

nations of the world, as well as 

initiating plans for a reduction 

in nuclear weapons.  

With this announcement, Presi-

dent Obama has now become 

the third sitting United States 

President to receive this award.  

The other two Presidents were 

Theodore Roosevelt in 1906 and 

Woodrow Wilson in 1919 and   

The nomination deadline for the 

Nobel Peace Prize was Febru-

ary 1, 2009, which was just a 

few short weeks after the inau-

guration of his presidency, has 

resulted in positive and nega-

tive media coverage and indi-

vidual opinions.  Whatever the 

reason, President Obama states 

that he is “both surprised and 

deeply humbled ” and will be 

accepting the award as a “call 

to action.”  He has also stated 

that he will donate to charity 

the monies associated with be-

ing selected as the Nobel Peace 

Prize Winner. 

He still plans to continue eco-

nomic reform,  effect a measure-

able  worldwide decrease of 

nuclear arms, and provide his 

availability in the resolution of 

the Israeli/Arab conflict.  

The first woman to win a Nobel 

Prize in economics is American 

Elinor Ostrom. She shares this 

award with fellow American 

Oliver Williamson. Six Nobel 

Prizes are given out each year 

to be shared by a maximum of 

three people per prize.  Other 

category winners in (physics, 

chemistry, physiology of medi-

cine, and literature), can be 

viewed by visiting the Web site:
